e The cornerstone of the implementation of curriculum reform, focusing on
workload and learning outcomes.

o A systematic approach that could be reproduced in different higher
education institutions when (re-)designing curricula using ECTS.

It now supports the recognition of learning outcomes earned at another
institution at home or abroad and is a key instrument for transparent
curriculum design.

e Essentially, the ECTS system enables all forms of learning to be
recognised within the formal higher education system.

o A sufficiently flexible tool for developing student-centred and outcome-
oriented curricula, replacing the traditional input-oriented concepts of
curricula that were previously dominant.

Key points in using ECTS (from Maria Sticchi Damiani)

e Study programmes are designed in ECTS credits by using two basic
concepts:

1.defined learning outcomes,

e “statements of what the individual knows, understands and is able to do on
completion of a learning process”;

2.estimated learning time (workload),

e “the time the individual typically needs to complete all learning activities
required to achieve the defined learning outcomes in formal learning
environments”.

Study programmes designed in credits are delivered

by ensuring that:

e teaching/learning and assessment activities in all components are fully
consistent with the credits allocated, i.e., with the learning outcomes to be
achieved and the learning time allocated to achieve them;

o flexible learning paths can accommodate students’ different learning
needs and styles.

e ECTS credits are allocated: (i) first, to the whole programme on the basis
of the general learning outcomes defined for it,

e Then, (ii) to its single educational components according to the estimated
workload required to achieve the learning outcomes defined for each of
them.

e Initial credit allocation is regularly monitored and revised.

Degree Studies



Using ECTS credits for curriculum design and delivery

implies a radical shift in focus:

e from teaching inputs to learning outcomes

e from teaching hours to learning time

e from knowledge only to knowledge, skills and competences

e This shift requires a deep cultural change in teaching practice and may
take some time

e Good practice shows that such change can be encouraged and accelerated
by international exchanges, national guidelines, institutional monitoring
and discussion.

standard format in the ECTS Course Catalogue.

e Recognition of the learning achievements of mobile students: All credits
gained in a period of study abroad are fully recognized and the grades
converted by using:

e The ECTS tools, such as the Learning Agreement, the Transcript of Records
and the Grade distribution table
